 1. Customer satisfaction through early and continuous delivery. 
2. Welcome changing requirements at any stage. 
3. Deliver working software frequently in short cycles.
 4. Close daily collaboration between business and developers. 
5. Build projects around motivated individuals and trust them. 
6. Prefer face-to-face communication for effectiveness. 
7. Working software is the main measure of progress. 
8. Maintain a sustainable pace of development. 
9. Focus on technical excellence and good design. 
10. Keep things simple—avoid unnecessary work. 
11. Self-organizing teams create better solutions. 
12. Regular reflection and adaptation to improve performance.

Epic 1: User Registration & Login System Description: As a new user, I want to create an account and log in so that I can securely access the application. 
Business Value (BV): High – Enables user on boarding and access control. 
Complexity Points (CP): 20 CP
 Epic 2: Online Payment Integration Description: As a customer, I want to pay online using UPI, credit card, or net banking so that I can complete my purchase smoothly. 
Business Value (BV): Very High – Direct revenue generation for the business. 
Complexity Points (CP): 30 CP
Question 4 –What is the difference between BV and CP?
	BV- Business value
	CP-Complexity point

	It represents the importance or benefit a user story brings to the business or customer. It helps prioritize work based on its impact on business goal.
	It represents the effort or difficulty required to complete a user story, usually estimated by the development team using story points.

	It shows how important or useful a task or story is for the business or customer
	It shows how hard or time taking that task is for the team to complete


  
BV - Value to business
CP - Effort or complexity to deliver that value.

Question 5 –Explain about Sprint
A Sprint is a short, fixed period of time in the Agile Scrum framework during which a specific set of work has to be completed and made ready for review.
It is the heart of Scrum, where ideas are turned into working products.
Key Points about a Sprint:
· Duration: Usually lasts 1 to 4 weeks, most commonly 2 weeks.
· Goal: To achieve a Sprint Goal, which is a clear target or objective for that Sprint
· Planning: Each Sprint starts with a Sprint Planning Meeting where the team decides what work will be done
· Execution: During the Sprint, the team works on the selected tasks from the Product Backlog.
· Review & Retrospective: -
  - At the end of the Sprint, a Sprint Review Meeting is held to show the completed work to stakeholders.
- Then a Sprint Retrospective Meeting happens to discuss what went well and what can be improved in the next Sprint.
A Sprint is a short cycle of work in Agile where the team plans, develops, tests, and delivers a small part of the product. It helps in making continuous progress and getting quick feedback.

Question 6 – Explain Product backlog and sprint back log

Product Backlog:
· The Product Backlog is a list of all features, requirements, enhancements, and fixes that need to be
· Developed for a product. 
· It is maintained by the Product Owner and acts as the single source of
· work for the Scrum team. Each item in the backlog is called a Product Backlog Item (PBI) and is
· prioritized based on business value, importance, and urgency. It is a living document — items can be added, changed, or removed as the project evolves.
· Example: Adding new features like login, payment gateway, or profile update to an app.

Sprint Backlog:

· The Sprint Backlog is a subset of the Product Backlog selected by the team to work on during a specific Sprint (iteration).
·  It contains all the tasks and user stories the team commits to completing
· within that sprint. The Sprint Backlog helps the team focus on short-term goals and track daily
· progress during the sprint. It is owned and updated by the Development Team throughout the sprint.

· Example: For a 2-week sprint, tasks like “design login page” and “test payment gateway” are selected from the product backlog.


· - Product Backlog: All possible work for the product (long-term).
· - Sprint Backlog: Work selected for the current sprint (short-term).

Question 7 – What is impediments log? write 2 impediments
An Impediments Log is a structured document used in Agile or Scrum projects to track any obstacles that slow down or stop the team from completing their work. These obstacles can be technical issues, resource shortages, delays from other teams, or anything that negatively affects progress.
The Scrum Master regularly reviews the impediments log to identify and remove these blockers so that the team can stay productive and meet their sprint goals. The log helps maintain transparency, improves team efficiency, and ensures that issues are resolved systematically.
Two Impediments: 
1. Technical Issues – Example: System downtime, tool not working, server crash, software crash, or missing tolls required for development or testing

2.  Dependency on Others – Example: Waiting for input, approval or information from another team or stakeholder, causing delay in the current work.

Question 8 – Explain Velocity of the Team
Velocity is the measure of how much work a team completes in a sprint. It is usually calculated by counting the total number of completed Complexity Points (CP) in that sprint.

Simple Definition:
Velocity = Total CP covered/finished by the team in one sprint.

Question 9 – Draw Sprint Burn Charts n Product Burn Down Charts
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Sprint Burndown Chart A Sprint Burndown Chart shows how much work is left in the current sprint. It tracks daily progress inside one sprint. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sprint Burndown: Shows daily progress within one sprint.
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Product Burndown Chart A Product Burndown Chart shows how much total work is left in the entire project. It tracks progress across all sprints
It helps to see whether the whole project will finish on time.
Product Burndown: Shows project-level progress across multiple sprints.
Question 10 – Explain about Product Grooming 
Product Grooming, also known as Backlog Grooming or Backlog Refinement, is a continuous process in Agile where the Product Owner and the Scrum Team review, update, and prioritize the Product Backlog items. The main purpose of Product Grooming is to ensure that the backlog is clear, well-defined, and ready for upcoming sprints.
 During the grooming process, the team discusses each user story in detail, breaks large stories into smaller ones, adds acceptance criteria, estimates complexity (CP/Story Points), and removes out dated or irrelevant items. This helps the team understand what work is coming next and ensures the backlog items remain aligned with business goals.
Key Activities in Product Grooming: 
1. Prioritizing backlog items based on business value and urgency. 
2. Clarifying requirements and adding missing details or acceptance criteria.
.3. Breaking down large user stories (Epics) into smaller, manageable stories.
 4. Estimating complexity or effort for each user story. 
5. Removing or updating irrelevant, out dated, or duplicate items.
 Benefits of Product Grooming:
 - Ensures the backlog is organized and ready for Sprint Planning
.- Improves the team’s understanding of upcoming work. 
- Reduces confusion and dependencies during the sprint. 
- Helps deliver higher value to customers by prioritizing important items.
 - Increases transparency and alignment between the Product Owner and the team.

Question 11 – Explain the roles of Scrum Master and Product Owner

Scrum Master 

The Scrum Master is a facilitator and servant leader for the Scrum team. They ensure the team follows Scrum principles and works efficiently.
 Key Responsibilities: 
- Facilitates Scrum ceremonies such as Sprint Planning, Daily Stand-ups, Sprint Review, and Retrospective.
 - Removes impediments that block the team’s progress. 
- Coaches the team in Scrum practices and agile mind-set.
 - Protects the team from external interruptions. 
- Supports the Product Owner in backlog refinement.
Product Owner
 The Product Owner is responsible for maximizing product value and managing the product backlog. 
Key Responsibilities:
 - Manages and prioritizes the product backlog. 
- Defines and communicates the product vision.
 - Prioritizes features based on business value. 
- Acts as a bridge between stakeholders and the development team.
 - Accepts or rejects completed work during Sprint Review.
Summary: 
- The Scrum Master ensures smooth processes and removes blockers.
 - The Product Owner focuses on product value, backlog management, and business goals alignment.
Question 12 – Explain all Meetings Conducted in Scrum Project.
1. Sprint Planning Meeting
Held at the start of each Sprint. The team decides what work (user stories) will be done in the Sprint. The Product Owner explains high-priority items, and the team sets the Sprint Goal and creates the Sprint Backlog. 

2. Daily Scrum (Daily Stand-up) 
A 15 minute daily meeting. Team members discuss: What they did yesterday, what they will do today, and if they have any blockers. It helps track progress and identifies issues early.

3. Sprint Review 
Conducted at the end of the Sprint. The team demonstrates completed work to stakeholders. Feedback is collected, and the Product Owner accepts or rejects the work done.

4. Sprint Retrospective
 Held after the Sprint Review . The team reflects on what went well, what didn’t, and what can be improved for the next Sprint. Focus is on team collaboration and process improvement. 

5. Backlog Refinement (Grooming) 
Meeting Conducted during the Sprint. The Product Owner and team review and update the Product Backlog. User stories are clarified, estimated , prioritized, and made ready for the next Sprint Planning.

Question 13 – Explain Sprint Size and Scrum Size
Sprint Size
Sprint Size refers to how much work (in Story Points or Complexity Points) the team can complete in one sprint.
It is usually based on the team’s capacity, past velocity, and sprint duration.
Example:
If a team completes 30 Story Points in every 2-week sprint, then the Sprint Size is 30 SP.
Scrum Size
Scrum Size refers to the size (or complexity) of a User Story that the team assigns during estimation.
It is usually decided using story points (like 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 13) 
Example:
A small, simple story may be 3 SP, while a complex one may be 13 SP

Question 14 – Explain DOR and DOD
Definition of Ready (DOR)
DOR means a User Story is ready to be taken into the Sprint.
It tells whether the story has enough clarity, details, acceptance criteria, and no blockers so the team can start working on it.
Example points in DOR:
User story is clearly written
Acceptance criteria are defined
Dependencies are identified
Team understands the requirement
Meaning:
A story that meets DOR is ready for development.
Definition of Done (DOD)
DOD means a User Story is fully completed.
It tells whether all the required work—development, testing, review, and documentation—is finished.

Example points in DOD:
Code completed and reviewed
Unit and integration testing done
No defects pending
Accepted by Product Owner
Deployed to QA or production environment
Meaning: A story that meets DOD is ready for release.
Question 15 – Explain Prioritization Techniques and MVP.
1. MoSCoW Technique -
 Must Have: Essential features. –
 Should Have: Important but not urgent. – 
Could Have: Optional. – 
Won’t Have: Not in this release.

2. RICE Scoring
Used to score features based on:
Reach: How many users it impacts
Impact: Level of value
Confidence: Certainty of assumptions
Effort: Time required
Formula: (Reach × Impact × Confidence) / Effort.

MVP (Minimum Viable Product)

Definition:
MVP is the smallest version of a product that has the minimum essential features to solve the customer’s basic problem and deliver value.

Purpose of MVP:
To launch early with minimum effort
To test assumptions in the real market
To collect user feedback
To avoid building unwanted features

Benefits of MVP :Reduces development cost & time
Helps validate product-market fit
Makes future enhancements easier
Reduces risk of failure.

MVP is the smallest version of a product with essential features used to test the idea quickly, reduce risk, and gather real customer feedback.

Question 16 – Difference between Business Analyst and Product Owner.

A Business Analyst (BA) focuses on understanding business needs, gathering and analysing requirements, creating documentation (BRD, SRS, workflows), and ensuring the development team clearly understands the problem.

Interact with stakeholders, development team QA and sometimes customers

Scope-can work across multiple products or domain.

A Product Owner (PO) is responsible for owning the product vision, managing and prioritizing the Product Backlog, writing user stories, and making final decisions on what features will be developed to maximize product value.

Interact with stakeholders and scrum team to ensure right product.

Scope-focuses on single product at a time and ensure its success.

In simple terms:

BA = Requirement Analyst (understands and documents business needs)

PO = Value Owner (decides what to build and prioritizes features)
